Hi all, do we say "buy something to us" or "buy
something for us", if the meaning is "buy us
something"? For example: My dad bought us a
toy car. My dad bought a toy car to us. ...
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buy up/ buy out/buy

Also, you buy out a partner in a company, not
the company itself. So you could say: "Mr X
bought out MrY in X& Y Enterprises and became
the sole proprietor". This action ...
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He buy or He buys (present subjunctive)

I've seen posts about past tense verbs (like
suggested) with a subjunctive form of a verb
following it (Ex. | suggested he buy a car), but
what about following a present tense verb ...
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"Where did you buy it?" vs. "Where have you
bought it?"

"Where did you buy it?" may refer to the activity
of buying, which is a matter of the past, hence
past simple while "Where have you bought it?"
can emphasize the result of a past ...
